Public Hearing Announcement

The South Carolina Department of Social Services serves as the Lead
Agency responsible for the administration of the Child Care and
Development Fund (CCDF). The Child Care and Development Block Grant
Act of 2014 requires that each state develop a State Plan to be
implemented during a three-year period (FY 2022-2024). The Plan
describes how the CCDF program will be administered and must be
submitted to the United States Department of Health and Human Services -
Administration for Children and Families no later than June 30, 2021.

In addition, the Lead Agency is required to conduct a public hearing prior to
submitting the State Plan. The hearing will be held on June 7, 2021
from 3:00PM — 4:30PM. You must register at
https://attendee.gotowebinar.com/register/7712009056046436620 to
join the meeting.

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CACFP Waivers Due to COVID-19

\0 The Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP)

has been granted a nationwide waiver by the
United States Department of Agriculture (USDA)

Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) to allow
CACFP participating child care homes to claim all meals
e BAGuE Care Food rogrem served to enrolled children at the highest
reimbursement rate (Tier 1 rate), regardless of the home’s location in the
state. This waiver is effective July 1, 2021 and will end June 30, 2022. The
waiver will also allow participating afterschool programs to receive
reimbursement for eligible meals and snacks at the free rate, regardless of

the afterschool program’s location in the state. Additional information on
the above waiver and other waivers can be found by clicking here.
